The ecological integrity of native grasslands, wetlands, riparian corridors, and
other habitat types are fundamental to supporting the overall biodiversity in
Waterton Biosphere Region (WBR).

Communities and individuals within WBR depend upon this regional biodiversity
for the pollination of our crops, soil health and retention, natural controls on
agricultural pests and diseases, water quality, and an overall resilience to the
impacts of climate change including severe drought and wildfire events.

Biodiversity loss, or, the decline and disappearance of biological diversity, is
occurring across WBR and the planet, jeopardizing essential ecosystem services
as well as our own spiritual and cultural dimensions.

Many individuals and groups are doing their best to help preserve biodiversity in
our region. We have funding to support those wishing to complete projects that
maintain or improve habitats for local biodiversity on private land.

System

Building Resilience for Bats

A great migration is upon us. Perhaps not as prolific as the stampeding wildebeest
of the Serengeti, or as regale as the soaring eagles high above Livingstone
Range, but the bat species of southwestern Alberta are about to embark on a
staggered, nocturnal journey toward their winter hibernaculum.

Alberta's nine bat species can be divided into two major groups based on how
they have evolved to endure those long, harsh, familiar Canadian winters. While
all the bats in Alberta move at least short distances to overwinter, three species,
including the Hoary, Eastern Red, and Silver-haired Bat are known to leave the
province entirely. Little is known about where these long-distance migratory bats
spend the winter, and observations range from Mexico (Hoary), southeastern
United States (Eastern Red), to southern British Columbia (Silver-haired).

The province is also home to six bat species who are believed to hibernate within
Alberta’s border, no small feat, considering these bats have been observed to
travel up to 500 kilometers from their summer roost. Year-round residents include
the Big Brown, Little Brown, Long-legged, Northern, Long-eared, and Western
Small-footed Myotis.

Bat encounters are most frequently reported during late summer to early fall, when
young bats are still learning the business of flight, and a larger number of bats are
moving longer distances to their wintering habitats.

If you happen upon a grounded bat, there are a few safety considerations to be
aware of.




Finding a Bat

Bats may be found on the ground or in
unusual locations for a variety of
reasons. They may be sick, injured, or
simply too exhausted to continue

flying.

If you encounter a bat that does not
appear to be dead or injured, the best
option is to leave it be, as chances are
it will regain its strength and take to the

sky the following night Grounded bat found in WBR

If the bat is in a location that makes it more vulnerable to predators such as house
cats or magpies, or is exposed to threatening environmental conditions, it may be
suitable to relocate the bat to an elevated place, such as a tree with decay or
crevices the bat can use for shelter. Bats need room to take off in flight, so if it is
possible, choose a site near a clearing. If you are comfortable enough to attempt
to relocate a bat always wear thick, leather gloves, and consider using
supportive tools such as flattened cardboard.

If the bat is displaying odd behaviour, such as flying during the day, flopping along
the ground, or exhibiting no fear toward you, it is possible the bat is sick. While
rare in Alberta (less than 1%), bats can carry the rabies virus. Never touch a bat
with your bare hands. Report the injured or dead bat to your local Fish and
Wildlife Office for support.

Berries on their brain, or rather, hyperphagia from their hormones, are leading
bears in WBR to gorge almost non-stop on nutrient-dense foods. Hyperphagia is
the increased need to feed, a strategy used by bears to fatten up before retiring to
their dens for their seasonally scheduled, supperless slumber.

Fall is an important time to ensure high-risk, high-reward attractants, such as grain
and livestock feed are secured. Installing bear-proof doors, hopper bottoms, and
steel or concrete floors are all eligible cost sharing projects with the Carnivores
and Communities Program (CACP). The WBRA Technical Guide: Securing Your
Grain Storage is a useful resource for anyone contemplating how to bolster their
bear-proofing setup.

The
MD of Willow Creek has managed this project in the past and is ready to manage it again with the MD' s
consent. The MD's portion in 2021 was approximately $54,501 for the entire MD, and an additional $11,508
for the Hamlets (higher image resolution) totaling $65,559. The MD's intent to participate in the project will be
combined with other municipalities and organizations and will help determine the overall cost of the project.
More participants would bring down the cost. In discussions with the MD of Willow Creek, intending to
participate at this point does not commit the MD to any costs. The MD will be provided the overall costs at
some point in early 2024, and given the opportunity to participate or not at that point.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:

Approximate cost of $59,000 without grants for the 2024 budget year. Costs may be reduced by 20% - 40% if
grants are available. No Hamlet high resolution imagery will be captured for the 2024 aerial imagery project.

| am contacting you at this time in regards to the Southern Alberta Ortho Photo Partnership
and the planned 2024 ortho photo project to determine whether your municipality intends
to participate in the project.

This partnership represents an area that covers most of Southern Alberta. This will be our
8 Ortho Photo Acquisition which includes projects in 2003, 2006, 2009, 2012, 2015, 2018
and 2021.

The Municipal District of Willow Creek is prepared to manage the project with your
consent. If another municipality is prepared to take on the project, we are willing to step
aside and support them in this initiative. The managing partner represents the partnership
in grant applications (if applicable), issuance of the RFP, contracts, payment processing
and legal proceedings if required.

We proposed to once again engage Camal Dharamdial of the City of Calgary to manage
the project along with his planned successor Mr. Daniel Hrouda who will be assisting
Camal with the project this cycle.

The value of the long-term relationship that we have been able to establish with the City of
Calgary has enabled the ortho group to access legal, technical and data processing
resources that far exceed our costs. We are pleased that the city has offered Daniel as a
future resource to support this project and have indicated that they will continue to offer
this service to our partnership.

Camal and Daniel will be seeking grant funds to offset our costs. Additionally, the project
costs have been demonstrably lower when we have included other organizations such as
irrigation districts. We will contact them once we believe that we have regional support for
the 2024 ortho project. We would invite you to contact any other municipal or government
agencies who you believe would be interested in the ortho data. It is our intention once
again to contact the Government of Alberta to determine their interest in acquiring the
ortho photos — in the past the commitment from the GOA has occurred after the Request
for Proposal for the project has been issued.

Planner’s Preliminary Comments:

The purpose of the application is to subdivide and consolidate multiple titles to create two (2) new
parcels, leaving three (3) residual parcels. The lands subject of the application are legally
described as Lot 2, Block 1, Plan 041 1150, a portion of the SEY4 16-7-3-W5M, and two closed
road allowance parcels, and are located in the Passburg area.

Proposed Lot 4, Block 1, contains a mature yard site with a single detached dwelling and
accessory buildings. The proposal will see the expansion of this country residential parcel by
adding the adjacent (to the west) closed road allowance, which commences at E Hillcrest Drive
and extends to the south terminating at the Canadian Pacific Railway line. This will leave a small
linear residual piece to the south of the rail line for future consideration.

To that end, the lots to be created will be well removed from Highway 507 with indirect access to the
highway being solely by way of the local road system. Moreover and whereas we had previously
recommended to another party enquiring on behalf of the landowner that the current geometric design
at the local road intersection of Highway 507 and Township Road 63A was inadequate to accommodate
the traffic of a multiple parcel country residential development, this is merely a minor boundary
adjustment that will incorporate the lot to be created with an existing urban fringe residential lot.

Given this, strictly from Alberta Transportation’s point of view, we do not anticipate that the creation of
the boundary adjusted urban fringe residential lot as proposed will have any appreciable impact on the
highway.

Therefore, pursuant to Section 16 of the regulation, in this instance, Alberta Transportation grants a
waiver of said Sections 14 and 15(2).

The applicant would also be advised that any development within the right-of-way or within 300 metres
beyond the limit of the highway or within 800 metres from the center point of the intersection of the
highway and another highway would require the benefit of a permit from Alberta Transportation. This
requirement is outlined in the Highways Development and Protection Regulation, being Alberta
Regulation 326/2009.

The subject property is within the noted control lines; however, given that development setbacks will
be maintained by default and all access to the highway is indirect by way of the local road system, in
this instance, a permit from Alberta Transportation will not be required, and development of the subject
property could proceed under the direction, control, and management of the Municipal District of
Pincher Creek No. 9 subdivision and development land use authority. The applicant could contact the
undersigned, at Lethbridge 403-381-5426, in this regard.

Alberta Transportation accepts no responsibility for the noise impact of highway traffic upon any
development or occupants thereof. Noise impact and the need for attenuation should be thoroughly
assessed. The applicant is advised that provisions for noise attenuation are the sole responsibility of
the developer and should be incorporated as required into the subdivision/development design.

Any peripheral lighting (yard lights/area lighting) that may be considered a distraction to the motoring
public or deemed to create a traffic hazard will not be permitted.

Further, should the approval authority receive any appeals in regard to this application and as per
Section 678(2.1) of the Municipal Government Act and Section 5(5)(d) of the regulation, Alberta
Transportation agrees to waive the referral distance for this particular subdivision application. As far as
Alberta Transportation is concerned, an appeal of this subdivision application may be heard by the local
Subdivision and Development Appeal Board provided that no other provincial agency is involved in the
application.”

System (WECS) review according to Municipal Development Plan Bylaw 1330-21.

BACKGROUND:

In October 2021, the MD of Pincher Creek adopted Municipal Development Plan Bylaw 1330-21.
Within, Planning Policies Section 9 — Natural Resources A. Wind and Solar Energy Development, it
states the need for a Wind Energy Conversion System (WECS) Review (Attachment No. 1).

At that time, a two (2) year time limit was given to complete the WECS Review. Along with the criteria
looked for in the review (Section 9.13).

The Alberta Government has put a moratorium on Renewable Energy Development until February 29
2024 and at this time, we have not seen any new applications for Wind Energy Zoning. However,
Administration still feels it is important to get the WECS Review done in the next year.

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All natural resource extraction operations shall adhere to applicable provincial standards,
provincial conditions of approval, and a reclamation certificate from Alberta Environment
shall be required. All natural resource extraction operations shall also adhere to all
requirements of the municipality.

Consultation and compliance with provincial and federal governments shall be required to
ensure the protection of the MD’s historic, environmental, natural, archaeological, and
cultural resources, from the impacts of proposed resource extraction.

Forestry operations approved by the Province are not regulated in this Plan. However, the
MD of Pincher Creek encourages forest operations to be undertaken in accordance with a
sustainable timber harvesting plan and encourages the use of integrated land management
practices.

The municipality shall enforce, in consultation with the Alberta Energy Regulator (AER),
the provisions respecting sour gas facilities and gas and oil wells in the Subdivision and
Development Regulation.

The municipality shall continue to take into account AER guidelines respecting pipelines
and other matters not addressed in Policy 9.8 above, whenever land use decisions are
being made, and the municipality may incorporate any guidelines it deems appropriate into
an area structure plan, intermunicipal development plan or the land use bylaw.

Wind and Solar Energy Development

The municipality may support the integration of wind and solar energy conversion systems
with other land uses in the municipal district where the area has been deemed suitable by
the zoning and development processes.

The municipality shall not accept application for a wind farm or solar development until the
designation to Wind Farm Industrial - WFI has been approved.

The MD Council shall not approve a redesignation to Wind Farm Industrial -WFI until such
time as a Wind Energy Conversion System (WECS) review has been completed to the
satisfaction of Council and in accordance with Section 9.13. This review shall be completed
within 2 years of the adoption of this bylaw.

The municipality recognizes that changes will occur as wind technology and the community
evolve. In addition to the review under Section 9.12, Council may commission additional
reviews over time, that examine the impact of Category 3 wind energy development (as
defined by the LUB). Each review shall include the following:

(a) a timely completion within a period not exceeding four months once commenced;
(b) an analysis of wind energy policies including, but not limited to:

(i) an evaluation of the density and the generation capacity of existing and
approved WECS,

(i) an evaluation of the existing transmission capacity servicing the area,
(iii) permits approved and currently valid permits for WECS,
(iv) visual impact on landscape,

(v) public opinion on WECS development,

Natural Resources Municipal Development Plan Bylaw No. 1330-21
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(vi) an analysis of policy at the local, regional, and provincial levels,
(vii) public consultation and a subsequent meeting process;
(c) a summary of findings that may:

(i) place limitations on the density of future development,
(i) determine where in the municipal district WECS will be encouraged,

(iii) determine any other issues deemed necessary by Council.

The municipality encourages the repowering of existing or depreciated wind and solar
energy developments.

The municipality encourages the project owner and landowner to decommission obsolete
or abandoned wind or solar energy developments in a reasonable time frame.

That the land use bylaw implements a 4000m setback from both the Cowley and Pincher
Creek Airports for wind development.

When municipal governments consider industrial scale solar or wind energy development,
it immediately becomes clear that not everywhere is suitable for those activities, and not
everywhere is unsuitable. For some areas it is a clear-cut ‘yes’ or ‘no’, but most areas sit
somewhere on a continuum between those two extremes. To understand this fact better
the MD went through an analysis process called the Municipal Land Use Suitability Tool
(MLUST). This process asked council to value various land use concerns across the MD.

As it stands, the results are not meant to hinder development proposals, but are too be
used by developers, who may be new to the area, to understand perceptions of conflicting
land use within the municipality and to understand local values. Proponents for industrial
scale wind and solar development shall consult the Municipal Land Use Suitability Tool
(MLUST) for Municipal District of Pincher Creek, Tracy Lee, Ken Sanderson, Guy
Greenaway, and Holly Kinas, April 2020 as part of their preparation for a development
application to the MD. The MD shall amend the land use bylaw to include details for this
submittal requirement and provide a mapping product that can be utilized for analysis.

As the MD seeks to maintain dark skies at night, WECS proponents shall utilize technology
for auto dimming its lights or utilize an on-demand warning light system.

What We Heard Summary

On August 15 Alberta Health Services (AHS) hosted a public engagement session to discuss the recent
temporary closures of the Pincher Creek Health Centre emergency department (ED) due to lack of
physician availability. Nearly 175 community members from Pincher Creek and the surrounding area
gathered to discuss their concerns and provide input to AHS representatives.

Current Situation

AHS has no plans to permanently reduce services at the Pincher Creek Health Centre, including the
ED. We are committed to maintaining ongoing access to healthcare in Pincher Creek and are doing
all we can to ensure patients receive the care they need when they need it.

Recently, the Pincher Creek Health Centre has been experiencing short-term temporary closures of
its ED as a result of reduced physician availability. We are grateful to the physicians and staff who
work tirelessly to maintain healthcare services.

Physician Recruitment

AHS is actively recruiting primary care physicians. There are two pending offers to international
medical graduates. Both will require sponsorship for practice readiness assessment (PRA) with the
College of Physicians and Surgeons of Alberta before they are eligible to work as a physician in
Alberta.

A physician assistant has been hired to support local primary care physicians, extending their care
capacity. Their anticipated start date is September 18, 2023. We are continuing to recruit two primary
care physicians, two physicians specializing in surgery, and two specializing in anesthesia (six
physicians in total).

Conversation Summary
Recruitment and retention

Q: How long does it generally take for a physician to
start practicing after they have been recruited?

A: Canadian graduates are able to begin working
immediately. International Medical Graduates (IMGs)
may take anywhere from 6-18 months.

Q: With respect to International Medical Graduates
(IMG), is there any way to speed up the process?

A: Many physicians new to Alberta, such as an IMG,
may be required to undergo a Practice Readiness
Assessment (PRA) with the College of Physicians
and Surgeons of Alberta (CPSA) prior to
independently practicing as a physician in Alberta to
ensure they have the right skills and can practice
safely.

On Jan. 16, 2023, CPSA launched a five-year pilot
project to condense the PRA process for IMGs with
training comparable to that obtained in Canadian
universities, as identified by experts in postgraduate
medical training. The goal of the pilot is to evaluate
whether certain IMGs may begin independently
practicing in their identified communities faster, while
still ensuring patient safety is the top priority.

Partnering with educational institutions to offer grow-your-own type training programs and educational
opportunities can also be helpful to encourage area residents to pursue careers in healthcare close to

home.

Q: Have you looked at bringing on Nurse Practitioners?

A: AHS is exploring options to provide additional supports to the community, such as the recruitment of a
Nurse Practitioner (NP) who could take on some of the responsibility of a primary care physician. As
NPs can practice independently within in their scope of practice they can functions as the most

responsible care provider and:
e Conduct comprehensive health assessments,

Make diagnoses and manage acute and chronic conditions,
Order and interprets tests,

Prescribe medications, performs procedures,

Initiate referrals,

Provide health education to patients and families.

Q: What is the training of a Physician’s Assistant? What can they do? Will the person who has
been hired be covering the whole area or just Pincher Creek?

A: Alternative providers, such as Physician Assistants, support primary care physicians by providing hands
on care to patients under the direction and/or supervision of a physician. These models of care can
extend physician capacity. Care models that integrate Alternative Care Providers contribute to the
recruitment and retention of physicians because of a more manageable patient load and improved
work/life balance.

Under the supervision of a physician, the PA will provide comprehensive direct patient care, within their
skill level, as a valuable member of the medical team in Pincher Creek. The PA participates in
interdisciplinary collaboration in the provision of patient care. PAs are able to:

e Conduct comprehensive assessments,

¢ Make differential diagnoses,

e Order appropriate testing,

¢ Plan the clinical management of patients.

Q: Why can’t we hire people who are trying to practice medicine in Canada before they receive
CPSA licensing? The process seems to take too long.

A: The College of Physicians and Surgeons of Alberta (CPSA), Alberta's physician regulator, is responsible
for overseeing the practice of medicine in Alberta. Alberta’s Health Professions Act (HPA) grants the
privilege of profession-led regulation, which is carried out by CPSA.

The role of the CPSA is to provide Practice Readiness Assessments (PRA) for those who have not
completed the Canadian credentials. Once candidates have submitted the appropriate documentation
and secured sponsorships through AHS, CPSA can begin the process of finding an assessor.

Generally, there are two parts to the PRA process, the first being a three-month Preliminary Clinical
Assessment (PCA) where the candidate works under direct observation in the medical practice of a
CPSA-approved assessor. The second part is a three-month Supervised Practice Assessment (SPA)
that allows physicians to independently work in their sponsored community, while being reviewed by a
CPSA-approved supervisor. Once a physician passes their assessments, they will receive an Alberta
medical practice permit from CPSA.

Q: Are there options to keep the ED open without a physician? What about virtual options? Why
can’t we get doctor coverage on Zoom?

A: To operate an ED requires the medical expertise provided by a physician. While RNs play an important
role in providing care in an ED, a physician must be available, if not on-site, on-call within the
community, to respond to situations that extend beyond the scope of care that an RN can provide.

Q: What about residents? How are we supporting and being a learning hospital?

A: Pincher Creek Health Centre is a rural hub with learners of all shapes and sizes — these are all potential
recruits. Residents are known for supporting learners who may return to work in Pincher Creek because
they know the community.

Q:

A:

We had 11 physicians and now we are down to four. Why did they leave? | hope that we are
working to understand so history does not repeat itself.

Physicians have left for a variety of reasons. Medical affairs do track those reasons and works to better
understand what can be done to best support any new physician coming into a community.

Why are institutions not encouraging students to pursue family medicine? How can this be
influenced?

AHS works with government and post-secondary institutions to provide feedback as to what the
province needs in terms of the number of physician graduates in each of the programs.

Are we going to get maternity care back in this community?

AHS has not reduced staff or resources allocated to labour and delivery services at Pincher Creek
Health Centre. The healthcare workforce in Pincher Creek - like all of rural Alberta - remains a major
focus of AHS; efforts to recruit additional physicians, nurses and other providers will strengthen our
ability to provide high quality maternity care at this site and across rural Alberta.

Pincher Creek Health Centre continues to have nursing coverage and facilities to support on-site labour
and delivery when physicians are available.

We’ve heard about rural ambulances getting stuck in the metro centres and leaving our
community without coverage. Will we have EMS available?

AHS launched the EMS Return to Service initiative, which supports paramedics to transfer the care of
patients over to emergency department nurses within a 45-minute target. This initiative is now fully
operational in major Alberta hospitals.

This new provincial initiative allows for a timelier return to service in the community. While still in its
infancy, the EMS Return to Service initiative has resulted in improved patient flow, placing patients into
the appropriate care space depending on their clinical needs.

Thank you for your correspondence of July 10, 2023 requesting that our Council reconsider their
decision to provide shared bylaw services with the MD of Pincher Creek.

Council reviewed your request at the August 15, 2023 meeting of Municipal Council and after much
deliberation felt that it would be difficult to accommodate your request. Our CPO’s have more than
enough work in this community, and with the size of the MD and the distance an officer may have to
travel to investigate complaints, it would significantly impact their work for the Crowsnest Pass. While
Council understands that the complaints that would need to be handled are fairly minimal on a monthly
basis; and while we have been fortunate to have three CPO’s on our staff, they do not work at the same
time. As a result, Council felt that the loss of up to five days monthly would have a direct impact on the
service to our residents.

As per the aforementioned, Council has decided to decline your request to consider shared bylaw
services. We regret that our response is not the outcome you were looking for.
