Development and Protection Act (Chapter H-8.5 2004), amendments thereto, and Highways
Development and Protection Regulation (Alberta Regulation 326/2009) and amendments
thereto.

2. The permittee expressly waives any right to claim damages or compensation (including
injurious affection) for development, signs or other encumbrances that are located in the area
designated as required for future widening of the right of way for highway improvement purposes
as shown on an attached plan, or within 40 metres of the existing highway right of way and
within 70 metres of the centreline of the nearest highway driving lanes.

3. The proposed development shall be set back from the highway right of way as shown on the
submitted plans.

4. This permit approves only the development contained herein, and a further application is
required for any changes or additions

5. Alberta Transportation is under no obligation to reissue a permit if the development is not

In consideration of the permit issued in respect to this development, the Permittee shall indemnify and hold
harmless Alberta Transportation, its employees and agents from any and all claims, demands, actions and
costs whatsoever that may arise, directly or indirectly from anything done or omitted to be done in the
construction, maintenance, alteration or operation of the works authorized.

All works authorized by this permit shall be constructed, altered, maintained or operated at the sole expense of
the Permittee. The Permittee consents to a person designated by Alberta Transportation to enter upon land
during construction and again upon completion of construction for the purpose of inspection to ensure the
terms and conditions of this permit are met.

This permit is valid for a period of two years from the date of issuance. If the work authorized by this
permit has not commenced within this timeframe, the permit expires and the Permittee must submit a request

for an extension, or reapply for a new permit, if they wish to proceed.
