Moved that the MD of Pincher Creek endorse the rationale in the letter from High River, mainly the
three principles of the Alberta Coal Restriction Policy as follows:

1. The inherent value of the Eastern Slopes only exists with the landscape remaining intact.

2. The headwaters and landscapes of the Eastern Slopes are critical to the future of our province.
Our communities, agriculture production, food production, tourism and recreation all rely on
these landscapes existing and their watersheds producing clean water. Water is a limited
resource that we all require to exist. The Town is strongly opposed to any activity that increases
the likelihood of water contamination. Once a waterway has been contaminated by coal mining,
this action cannot be reversed. Our future generations depend on us protecting this resource.

3. The negative impacts on the environment, human health, animal health and existing
economies far outweigh the new jobs, taxes, royalties or economics that may be generated as a
result of coal development in this area.

The successful purchaser must, at the time of sale, make payment in cash, certified cheque or
bank draft payable to the municipality as follows:
a. The full purchase price if it is $10,000 or less; OR
b. If the purchase price is greater than $10,000, the purchaser must provide a non-

refundable deposit in the amount of $10,000 and the balance of the purchase price

must be paid within 20 days of the sale.
GST will be collected on all properties subject to GST.
The risk of the property lies with the purchaser immediately following the auction.
The purchaser is responsible for obtaining vacant possession.
The purchaser will be responsible for registration of the transfer including registration fees.
If no offer is received on a property or if the reserve bid is not met, the property cannot be sold
at the public auction.
The municipality may, after the public auction, become the owner of any parcel of land that is
not sold at the public auction.
Once the property is declared sold at public auction, the previous owner has no further right to
pay the tax arrears.

AES, July, 2021

July 1, STAT —July is shaping up to be typical, and we’re lucky that our little corner of the
province is typical! Timely rains (again) have made most (some hail) crops successful, hay was
not terrible, and compared to most of the rest of Western Canada we will do quite well.

July 1-31, Summer Weed Program — Prohibited Noxious — please refer to acronyms on page #3.
Spot spraying — SKW has been a focus from the start of the year and will continue to be, with it
having done well in known areas, mostly on Provincial Lands. It will flower from July 7 — 20,
depending on elevation and moisture, but most has been sprayed so picking and fall spraying
will be focussed on unknown areas. OHW is blooming as of June 30, in scattered patches in
Divisions #1 & #3 & Beaver Mines, mostly, and will be a focus in Castle Provincial Park areas.
NTH & PTH are starting to bolt on schedule, with both in small amounts but NTH being spread
over a large area. DKW will be scattered in it’s usual area (sprayed patches of it July of last
year), but will mostly be hard to spot until August when we comb the area and pick it. RKW, SCF
& BKW single patches will be checked at the end of the month, just in case of regrowth. All of
these plants are in small amounts, with the exception of one area of SKW on an area of river
that is constantly in flood and shifting and. All are easily killed by spraying up to the point of
flowering, when they are picked and sprayed.

July 1-31, Summer Weed Program — Roadside spraying — Sweet Clover is going to be a focus
this year on the Provincial Highways, with all shoulders getting covered as soon as it flowers. It’s
a hazard that reduces sightlines for driving but it also hides the ever increasing amount of
regulated weeds spread by traffic (plants on the shoulders are brought in by traffic). While
doing this, CT is getting ‘knocked over’, as it has mostly bolted and is somewhat visible. This will
keep it from going to seed until later but won't kill it, but that is the ultimate goal with this
weed. Knock it over to prevent seed set, then kill it in the fall. Noxious Weeds — Roadside
spraying — there is an ever increasing amount of scattered plants, most visibly BW, but most
commonly YH, that show up in our ditches. Other than YH, OD, TB & WC, which can be done
with the Roadside Unit, these weeds require a spot spraying crew to get rid of them, and they
are constantly pulling and spraying these as traffic and weather allows. Last year WC was late
but its not this year and is mostly done, but PS is early this year so we’re spraying it along with
OD, TB and, new in 2021, CM which is spreading very fast this year and is almost out of control
in the Park Lands. CM, OD, YB & YH are all out of control in the Forestry area and will take much
of the $60,000 contract dollars to bring back into control on certain areas this year. These
species are widespread up there and can be done effectively by boom spraying. Quick mention,
DR is late this year and was still being picked and sprayed by July 7",

July 1-31, Summer Weed Program — Noxious — Spot spraying — As mentioned, some weeds
only respond to Spot Spraying. Some, like SC, tend to grow in developed areas and are best
handled individually. Other reasons are that they need specific herbicides and rates and we are
working to eradicate them, so personal attention is required. BW would be the best example of
this, with it occurring in large amounts and difficult to kill, especially without killing the grass. If
boom sprayed, this would result in more damage than good, so we only do that rarely. LS, DT &
HT are mostly being dealt with by biocontrol, and we will spray small patches that can’t support
a release of bugs. CM is a problem on watercourses and showing up increasingly on roadways
but can be boom sprayed there if done early enough. HC spring spraying is done, but mapped
areas big enough to return to will be revisited in the fall with the intent of eradicating it.

Agriculture and Environmental Services Call Log

Call Log — Call #1

1. June 16, 2021, , complained that we sprayed some alfalfa in
2020, Land Location NE 21-6-2 W5, South side of road, respond and inspect by June 18. If
damage done by MD, will determine extent and response needed (ie; alfalfa seed provided if
damage done by us).

2. June 21, inspected by trees that were sprayed but could not find damage to alfalfa.

3. July 6, called to go out and show me where the damage was done. He showed me a small
area at the far west end of the field where the visible damage was done.

a. Damage was to new hay where we had sprayed some fence line brush causing
drifting. Would have been nurse crop of grain in 2020. We sprayed Clearview and 2,4-D
at 11:55 onJuly 7, 2020. Clear line of spray damage to brush, directly correlating to
fence (dead on road side of fence, alive on field side of fence) but drift killed small area
in two noticeable places.
i. Biggest area of damage was; half moon area about 2 metres by 10 metres —
total area about 65 sq. m.
ii. Second biggest was; half moon area about 2 metres by 8 metres —total area
about 50 sg. m.
iii. New hay ran for approx. 300 m, with small amounts of damage extending from
0 m to up to 0.5 m. Average amount damage being 0.25 m over the 300 m
length (generous estimate, most of the area had no damage) — total area about
235sg. m.
1. TOTAL AREA OF DAMAGE - 350 SQ. M. OR 0.035 HA OR 0.086 acres —

round up to 0.1 acres for total area of damage.

An excellent price for alfalfa is about $200.00 per acre (all in; ie; inoculant included). Time to seed 0.1
acres would be 30 minutes max. at $50.00/hr (broadcast)
TOTAL COST = $45.00

Call Log — Call #2

June 22™, , father of landowner (SW 2-6-28 W4) called to say
that landowner to the west had sprayed in high winds days before, it drifted across their yard and that it
had made him sick for a day. He took me out to show me the damage caused by the spray to the road
grass (it was all brown but no dead yet). Subsequent calls have also brought up the overspray and dead
grass.

This is a big problem, one where we spend a significant amount of time and money. | estimate a
minimum of $10,000 in herbicide costs alone each year cleaning up the mess left by grass killed off in
our ditches by over spray. What comes back are weeds that we are expected to spray out. This time it
was so bad the entire ditch (both sides of road) may have been sprayed out and it affected the
landowner across the road as well.

The landowner was , phoned and talked to him, | haven’t yet. This will probably be
one of the worst examples of overspray but it happens all over the MD

where the Castle River intersects with Highway 507. South on Highway 507 then east on
Township Road 6-3 then north on Range Road 2-0 to where it intersects with Township Road 6-
4A (T-intersection). East on Township Road 6-4A then north on Range Road 1-5. Follow Range
Road 1-5 north (and across Highway 3) to where it intersects with Township Road 8-4. East on
Township Road 8-4 then north on Range Road 1-4 (known as Lank Bridge Road). Follow Range
Road 1-4 (Lank Bridge Road) north to a T-intersection (at sections 4 and 33). Turn east onto
Township Road 10-0 (Heath Creek Road) and continuing in a north-easterly direction. The road
enters the MD of Ranchland No. 66 and the Forestry Reserve area where there are no official
road designations. Follow Heath Creek Road in a northerly direction towards the Skyline Ranger
Station. Then continue north on Skyline Road to Highway 520. Turn west on Highway 520 to
Highway 22. North on Highway 22 to Willow Creek (south end of Chain Lakes Provincial Park).
Follow Willow Creek in a north westerly direction to where it intersects with Highway 532.

BACKGROUND:

Subdivision Application No. 2020-0-048 was originally presented to the Subdivision Authority at the
May 5, 2020 meeting. At that meeting, the original configuration of the subdivision raised an issue with
regards to a proposed ER lot adjacent to the Crowsnest River and the location of the MD road and the
eroding bank of the river. Due to the concerns raised, the proposed subdivision was tabled pending
further information.

After discussions with Public Works, an amended application that addressed the concerns was brought
forward to the next SA meeting.

On June 2, 2020 the Subdivision Authority for the MD approved Subdivision Application No. 2020-0-048
to create a lot within the NE 12-7-3 W5M.
Conditions No. 4 through 5 of Approval 2020-0-048 are as follows:

4. That 7.5m of land on the east side of Plan 4449K (as depicted in BOA sketch plan file 20-
14903SK) be dedicated as road widening.

5. That proposed Lot 15ER be registered as roadway on a Road Plan.

6. That a road closure bylaw be prepared for that portion of Government Road Allowance
adjacent to the NE12 7-3 W5M as depicted in BOA sketch plan file 20-14903SK , with the
bylaw being approved and adopted by the MD of Pincher Creek and subsequently
consented to by the Minister of Transportation, prior to final registration of the
subdivision. And that the portion of closed road be consolidated to the adjacent property
in a manner such that the resulting Certificate of Title could not be subdivided without
the approval of the Subdivision Authority.

To satisfy the above conditions, the surveyor has prepared a proposed road plan that widens the existing
MD road by 7.5m to the east (Condition 4) and widens the west side of the road to the river (Condition 5).

The MD agreed to close a portion of the adjacent unused statutory road allowance and exchange it with
the applicants for the extra road required by the MD (A#tachment No. 1).

The first step in proceeding with subdivision process, is to register a new road plan. The new road plan
would include the portion of statutory road allowance to be closed and consolidated with the new lot
(Attachment No. 2). The portion of Extra Road could then be closed by resolution as it is now a road plan
and no longer a statutory road allowance. The required road closure resolution was prepared and
presented to Council at the December 8, 2020 Council meeting. Council passed Resolution 20/459 at that
meeting.

Once the circulation to the utility and pipeline companies in the area was done, the information was
forwarded to Alberta Transportation for approval. On May 25, 2021, the MD received a denial due to
deficiency of the closure from Alberta Transportation. The reason stated being that the portion of
Statutory Road Allowance is required to be closed by bylaw.

The MD’s surveyor had done this procedure numerous times in the past without issue. However, due to
personnel changes at Alberta Transportation, the previous practice was not accepted and the portion of
Road Allowance is required to be closed by bylaw.

Bylaw No. 1331-21 has been prepared and is being presented for Council’s consideration (Attachment
No. 3). The area covered by the road closure bylaw is shown on Attachment No. 4.

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Part 1 - Restrictions

To maintain and conserve the Conservation Values of the Property, the Landowner agrees to the
following Restrictions. Accordingly, the Landowner shall not conduct, pursue or permit any of the
following.

1. Subdivision —The division, partition or subdivision of the Property, or any action which
creates an actual or de facto subdivision of the Property.

2. Construction — The construction of buildings, structures, Roads, Trails, facilities, and/or the
advertent or inadvertent creation of Trails, except for those identified in Part 2 of these
Restrictions. The existing buildings, structures, Roads, Trails and facilities, described and
located in the Baseline Report, may be replaced and repaired in their same size and location.
New structures required for Ranching purposes such as calving shelters or wind breaks are
permitted, with the prior written approval of SALTS. “Ranching” specifically means the
practice of breeding and raising cattle, horses, sheep, goats and honeybees but excluding
Game Farm Animals. “Roads” mean any path designed, built and intended for the passage
of vehicles that is developed with either gravel or pavement and built-up in such a fashion
to permit drainage off of the surface through ditches and culverts. “Trails” means any path
designed, created and intended for the passage of vehicles, horses or foot traffic but has not
been developed with gravel, pavement or built-up in a fashion to permit drainage off the
surface.

3. Fencing —Any fencing that does not conform to the following fence designs:

(a) fencing that consists exclusively of up to four strands of non-electrified barbed or
other wire or rails horizontally installed;

(b) fencing that consists exclusively of up to four strands of barbed or other wire
horizontally installed only one of such wires electrified; or

(c) fencing that consists exclusively of up to two electrified wires.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the above fencing restrictions shall not apply:

{i) where some other fencing design is required by provincial or municipal
highway standards for fences on the Property that borders provincial
Highways or municipal roads;

(i) to fencing required for the purposes of excluding livestock at stream
crossings, ravines or wash-out areas;

(i) to corrals for Ranching purposes,

(iv) to bear proof fencing around attractants is possible with the permission of
SALTS, and;

(v) to fencing around existing stack yards identified in the Baseline Report to
protect livestock feed.
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Cultivation ~The cultivation, breaking, or re-cultivation of any part of the Property, except
within the Forage Management Area, if identified on map 2 of Schedule C and the Baseline
Report. “Forage Management Areas” means the areas that may be cultivated periodically
to rejuvenate lands for hay production.

Waterbodies —The draining or alteration of naturally occurring lakes, ponds, streams or
wetlands or the alteration in any way of the topography of the surface of the ground on the
Property. The development of natural springs and/or dugouts for the purpose of livestock
watering is permitted, provided that the spring and any proximate riparian zones are
protected from livestock damage. Dugouts will also be protected from livestock damage
while allowing for access to a portion of the dugout for cattle watering. The drilling of wells
for the purpose of livestock watering or domestic use is also permitted as is the construction
of pump sheds located on top of the well casing.

Habitat enhancements to riparian or in-stream areas may be permitted with the prior
written permission of SALTS, if these enhancements are being done in conjunction with a
government or non-government agency specializing in this work and if all necessary
approvals have been granted.

Non-native Plants —The intentional introduction of Non-native Species of plants including all
those listed and designated in the Alberta Weed Control Act. The Landowner may practice
livestock winter feeding on the Property but will endeavour to do so in the Forage
Management Areas, tame grass areas, or areas already highly modified by invasive
agronomic species so as not to introduce non-native plants into predominantly native areas.
Further, the Landowner agrees to use reasonable efforts to avoid using winter feed that is
contaminated with plants or seeds listed as Prohibitive Noxious or Noxious or any similar
future designation under the Alberta Weed Control Act. “Non-native Species” means plants
and animals that have been introduced to Alberta and are in direct competition with native
species.

Non-native Animals —The intentional introduction of Non-native Species of animals except
for those species associated with Ranching and those species that could be used as approved
biological control agents for Non-native Species.

Dumping and Contamination —The dumping, release, disposing, or stockpiling of toxic
and/or hazardous materials anywhere on the Property including non-compostable garbage
or material or any garbage or material that threatens the Property’s Conservation Values.

Motor Vehicles —Use of motor vehicles, including without limitation off-highway vehicles of
any sort, off of existing roads and travel-ways in a manner which may result in:

(d) erosion or compaction of the soil;
(e) impact on the natural appearance of the Property;
(f) interference with native vegetation or the natural habitats of those animal species

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(g) disturbance to riparian zones.

Responsible use of off-highway vehicles such as tractors, trucks, or ATV's for normal
Ranching operations is allowed.

Permanent or Seasonal Recreational Vehicles —the parking of recreational vehicles or
trailers on a permanent or seasonal basis anywhere on the Property. Occasional camping
with a tent or RV is permitted subject to Restriction 2 regarding no construction of Trails.

Confined Feeding Operations —The establishment or maintenance of Confined Feeding
Operations, except if identified as existing in the Baseline Report. “Confined Feeding
Operations” means fenced or enclosed land or buildings where animals are confined for the
purposes of growing, finishing or sustaining by means other than grazing and any other
buildings or structures relating to that purpose, but does not include winter feeding.
Confined Feeding Operations include, but are not limited to, beef or lamb feedlots, cattle
backgrounding lots, dairy, farrow to finish hog operations and poultry operations.

Surface Materials —~Excavation or exploration for, or extraction of Surface Materials.
“Surface Materials” means any loam, clay, sand, gravel, rock, or other minerals or materials
located on or near the surface of the Property that can be extracted for domestic or
commercial purposes.

Herbicides and Pesticides —The broad use of chemical herbicides and/or pesticides except
in the Forage Management Area, if any. Targeted spot spraying is permitted of individual
plants or localized invasive weed or insect infestations to a maximum of eight acres of any
one quarter section in any given year. For parcels smaller than a quarter section, the
Landowner can spray up to five percent (5%) of the parcel area in any given year. Should the
Landowner feel that they need to spray a larger area than described above it requires prior
written permission of SALTS unless required by the local municipal district government
operating in accordance with the Weed Control Act of Alberta. The Landowner agrees to
take extra precaution when spraying near waterbodies or riparian areas and to follow
provincial guidelines in this respect.

Tree Removal —The removal of trees except for: (a) the cutting of trees to ensure the
protection of fence lines or along existing Roads and Trails, {b) cutting of dead trees for the
Landowners personal firewood, (c) limited selective tree harvesting with prior written
permission from SALTS.

Brushing to control the encroachment of woody species into grasslands is permitted,
provided it is not detrimental to the Conservation Values of the Property in the opinion of
SALTS acting reasonably. “Brushing” means the removali of willow brush or other tree
species including young aspen that are encroaching on grasslands or fencing through the use
of a mower, front-end loader, bobcat, or other appropriate equipment, or chemicals subject
to Restriction 13.

Commercial Facilities — Commercial or industrial facilities or activities on the Property. On
a case by case basis, certain low-impact activities may be permitted by SALTS. By way of
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example, low-impact activities directly related to eco-tourism, scientific research, arts and
crafts, and artist workshop activities may be permitted by SALTS provided they are not in
conflict with the Restrictions and are not detrimental to the Conservation Values of the
Property in the opinion of SALTS acting reasonably. No such activities will be undertaken
until SALTS has given its prior written permission in respect thereof. Commercial activities
conducted by the Landowner and exclusively within the farmstead, if defined in Part 2 of the
Restrictions and in Schedule C, are allowed, except those creating noise or emissions that
may impact the Conservation Values of the Property in the sole opinion of SALTS.

Game Farms — Constructing, conducting, or operating of a Game Farm, or the raising or
holding of Game Farm Animals on the Property. “Game Farm” means land used for the
business of domesticating, raising, keeping, herding or otherwise enclosing Game Farm
Animals. “Game Farm Animal” means:

(h) any large mammal indigenous to Alberta, including but not limited to, whitetail deer,
mule deer, moose, elk, bison, caribou, black bear, grizzly bear, mountain lion, wolf,
cougar, antelope, bighorn sheep and mountain goat; and

(i} any other animal which could interbreed with any of the foregoing species.

Aircraft Facilities —~Constructing, conducting, or operating aircraft facilities or aircraft landing
facilities on the Property.

Communication and Renewable Energy Structures —The creation, construction or operation
of Communication Structures and Renewable Energy Structures, as well as any associated
buildings or access Roads or Trails, except for small-scale Renewable Energy Structures, and
their associated Trails, that are intended for on-site usage on the Property and with the prior
written approval of SALTS. “Communication Structures” means any communication
facilities, structures and equipment including, but not limited to, any radio, cellular or other
communication towers or structures whether or not supporting antennas or aerials for
telecommunication and/or broadcasting that are intended for primarily off-site usage.
“Renewable Energy Structures” means instrumentation, equipment, machinery, facilities
and structures, that are designed and built to capture and convert the energy of the wind,
water or sun into other forms of energy or power, including but not limited to, electrical
energy and mechanical power. Renewable Energy Structures include, but are not limited to,
items commonly known as windmills, wind turbines, wind or water pumps, solar panels,
solar modules or solar arrays.

Signs and Billboards — Constructing, maintaining or erecting any notices or commercial signs
or billboards on the Property, including those attached to a trailer or vehicle parked on the
Property. Notwithstanding this restriction, limited signage of 2 square meters or less may
be used for:

(j) stating the name of the owner of the Property;
(k) advising that the Property is protected by this Agreement;

() deterring any unauthorized entry or use; or
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(m) advertisement for the sale of the Property.

Utility Structures —The installation of Utility Structures except:

(n) as required by law;
(o) as may be required by the Landowner for Ranching and domestic purposes.

“Utility Structures” means any item constructed, erected, or built that transmit electricity,
oil, gas or water for commercial sale, including but not limited to transmission lines, gas lines,
pipelines and/or water lines.

Part 2 - Exemptions to the Restrictions

Notwithstanding the above Restrictions, the Landowner is expressly permitted to:

1.

Retain the right for two separate 5 acre cultivated commercial market garden and
greenhouse areas for growing non-native plants, somewhere within the Forage
Management Area identified in Map 2 of Schedule C. This includes a trail to the area, farm
gate sales area adjacent to the municipal road and infrastructure necessary to maintain the
operation.

Maintain beehives for honey production somewhere on the Property. Hives will need to
be electrified to prevent bear conflicts.

Extend the rejuvenation period of Forage Management Areas to include several years (3-4)
of annual cultivation before reseeding to forage species for hay production.

4. Collect seeds and plant material in a non-destructive manner from native plant

communities for the purpose of native seed propagation and sale.

Any permits or approvals required for the activities described above will be the sole responsibility

of the Landowner. The Landowner further agrees that, notwithstanding SALTS has permitted any of

the forgoing to be exceptions to the Restrictions and notwithstanding anything to the contrary,

SALTS shall have no responsibility or liability in connection with the Landowner undertaking any of

the activities listed under Part 2 above. For greater certainty, the indemnity provisions of Section

15.1 shall be applicable to all such activities of the Landowner without exception.

That Council grant the applicant’s request to place a buried irrigation line and electrical service line
within Range Road 30-2A, with a requirement that the applicant obtain a Utility Permit from the
MD for the project.

BACKGROUND:

On June 2, 2021, the MD received an email from WC Ranching enquiring about getting approval from the
MD to place a 16” irrigation line within Rge. Rd. 30-2A north of the Oldman Reservoir (Attachment No.
I). The applicant is wishing to have the project in place for the next growing season.

The applicant is the owner of a section of land, Section 3-8-30 W4M, and desires to irrigate the lands
(Attachment No. 2).

The applicant will require approvals from both Alberta Transportation for the highway crossing, and
Alberta Environment for the water license, and Albert Parks for the ability to place the required
infrastructure within the Oldman Dam Recreation Area.

Rge. Rd. 30-2A, the road, is a maintained MD road that currently provides access to three existing
residences, with the possibility of three further residential accesses on the north portion, as well as the
main access road to the 510 Gravel Pit.

The plan was circulated to the PW Superintendent for comment. After a site visit, PW Superintendent Eric
Blanchard, recommends that the applicant install the pipeline and the power line below ground between the
bottom of the ditch and the property/fence line on the west side of the road. Installation of the pipeline
above ground could potentially create conflict with any current or new approach accessing properties on
the West side.

That Council amend Policy No. C-AES-001 License of Occupation to address the issue of license
validity after the consenting landowner changes.

BACKGROUND:

The MD established Policy No. C-AES-001 (Attachment No. 1) for the purpose of establishing a fair and
consistent policy for the use and occupation of undeveloped road allowances in the MD of Pincher Creek
pursuant to Licences of Occupation (LOC) with adjacent landowners. To be used for agriculture purposes,
grazing or crops.

One of the main foundations of the policy, is to ensure that the adjacent landowners are aware and have
consented to the LOC.

In the past few months, the MD has received some calls about the use of road allowances adjacent to
parcels that have recently changed ownership, with the new owner enquiring about the continued use by
the neighbour.

In appendix B, Section 7, states:

7. Your new License of Occupation will remain in effect, provided that applicable fees are paid, as
well as providing notice to the MD of Pincher Creek when circumstances change with respect to
the License of Occupation (i.e. change of ownership, no longer require the use of the road
allowance, etc.).

Change of ownership is addressed but only in the case of the license holder. There is no mention in the
policy about the status of the adjacent landowner that originally consented to the LOC.

FEES
Fees are established per half mile or portion thereof, as per Policy C-FIN-529 — Fees and
Charges.

CONDITIONS

Municipal road allowances, not presently required for road construction, may be leased under a
“license of occupation”, Appendix B, by the landowner or interested party for agricultural use
provided that where the road allowance borders two or more landowners, the applicant has
approval of bordering landowner(s) prior to application, Appendix A.

Without restricting the generality of the foregoing, the Lessee indemnifies and holds harmless the Lessor
from any and all claims that may arise as a result of use of the leased land by the Lessee for grazing of
livestock.

5. The Lessee may erect and maintain fences or other structures reasonably required in connection with
their use of the leased lands under this license, provided that such fences or structures shall not
unreasonably impede or prevent legal access by the public and are approved in advance.

— Relationships with Neighbour Municipalities

The MD enjoys positive relationships with all of our rural neighbors as well as with the Village of Cowley,
Municipality of Crowsnest Pass and the Town of Pincher Creek. Administration has open and regular

communication with the each of these municipalities and even more so now, due to the procedures tied to our
ICF’s and IDP’s.

Internal
- Sick Benefits

The MD Admin has put the plan in place, as per Council direction, to stop the accrual of the sick time at
Dec 31, 2021. After Dec. 31 2021, no further sick time will accrue and whatever is in the bank for each employee
will be paid out upon employee separation or as cash flow permits.

- Parks Discussion/Tourism Development

Both Admin and PW are actively in communication with GOA employee’s regarding current work and
potential growth areas within the Parks system. With the development of the Parks campgrounds utilizing our
Castle Regional Water Line, these opportunities are only increasing.

- Transfer Station

As covered earlier in my report this project is well on its way to becoming a reality.

Long term

- Strat Plan

It is still my intention to run the Strat Plan sessions with the next council beginning in Q1 of 2022. This
will begin with numerous community engagement sessions to see how our residents align with what our current
policies are and how a shift may be required. Does the Vision reflect our MD’s future best? Is our Vision
reasonable to achieve? Are just a couple of the questions we will explore with these engagement sessions to build
a base upon which to structure our plan.

We will, with our residents and Council together, develop key strategies. These Strategies will have key
alignments to our desired vision. Within the strategies will be Objectives aligned to address each strategy and
within the objectives will be Targets that will be key measurables that demonstrate our progress on any given
objective.



- WECS (Wind Energy Conversion System)

The WECS and our MDP are well on their way and we will beginning the public engagement sessions
after this council meeting. WECS is a great example of how attitudes can change quite quickly. Wind in our area
has experienced a change from where it was 15 years ago. There are some that still highly support it and desire
continued growth of the industry, while others feel we have hit the saturation point. Again, these attitudes and
points of view will all be considered in our attempt to find what we want to improve on today as well as what we
want to be for tomorrow in our Strat Planning.

- Budget

Our budget will continue to be reviewed based on achievable tax revenue and desired level of service. As
we continue to experience collection issues, cashflow remains a concern with the potential to impact service levels
as well as inevitably staff count. This is an area of concern we are actively working on with our key stakeholders
and it is our desire to find a long term sustainable option for collection of taxes owed and delivery of said services.

- Roads & Bridges

With Jon now leading our road crews, we are looking to develop a plan to address some of the more
troublesome areas within our MD. It is our goal to address the root cause, not the symptom and find long term
solutions instead of just annual patching or renewed surface work that will not last. Obviously with the amount
of roads we have, this will be a long term project, but we have already identified a number of these areas that we
will be looking to tackle over the next few years using our MD Road Crew.

There will be money requested in the 2022 Budget to develop the next 10 year plan for Bridge Repair,
Removal and Maintenance. We will be looking to develop a policy with Council to determine the metrics for
exploring bridge repair/removal to determine when and where do we need to repair because a bridge is deemed
mandatory, or when do the situations dictate that alternate routes are acceptable and a bridge may be removed.
There are numerous policies similar to this in other MD’s throughout AB so we will take some time to pull it
together and present to the Council sometime in 2022/23.

I would like to bring your attention an issue at "Blue Bridge" on the Castle River.

During last summer and now this summers recent heat wave the location has been very
popular with people attending to cool off in the water. The sheer number of vehicles far
exceeds what there is for safe parking areas. Recreationalists do not even attempt to park off
the roadway.

On Saturday I was passing over the bridge with a 16 foot Mower. I could not even get to the
Bridge to cross it. Vehicles parked on the North side of the bridge along the guardrails
prevented me accessing the bridge. I had to dismount and walk out on the bridge, and after
some conversing with all the swimmers under the bridge found the owners of the vehicles and
asked them to move. When I returned to my mower, vehicles were lined up behind me
preventing me from backing up to allow vehicles on the guardrails to move.

Once I crossed the bridge I had to drive extremely carefully to avoid numerous vehicles
parked on both sides. At on point I had to lower my header to the ground to pass under the
mirrors of vehicles on each side.

Numerous vehicles had people accessing them with doors open again blocking free access.
Children crossing the bridge deck thought they could stand on the edge so I could pass. It was
obvious very quickly that I have just inches on either side of my machine, so they returned to
the open side of the bridge.

I the very near future I will be hauling wagon loads of hay home across the bridge. The
wagons width will be close to 14 feet and 40 feet in length. This units travels fast and I may
not be able to avoid vehicles parked too close to the main road surface. There is simply too
many vehicles and people parked in an unsafe manner on either side of the bridge. I do not
want to see anyone hurt. It must be recognized this is an MD road that must be kept clear of
parked vehicles and pedestrians to provide free movement of traffic.

I cannot offer any solution but [ worry about safety at this location!

Good morning RMA Mayors, Reeves and CAOs,

In July 2020, the Government of Alberta announced a new liability management framework and directed the Alberta Energy Regulator (AER) to develop new liability
management programs to implement the policy. The AER is building programs, systems, and processes to implement government’s policy and help industry reduce liability
in the oil and gas sector.

The AER has drafted a new directive and is seeking feedback on Directive XXX: Licensee Life-cycle Management. Highlights under this directive are that it:

introduces a holistic assessment of a licensee’s capabilities and performance across the energy development life cycle, which will be supported by the licensee
capability assessment (LCA) system;

- introduces the licensee management program, which outlines how licensee management will occur across the energy development life cycle;

- introduces the inventory reduction program, which sets mandatory closure spend targets for closure activities and spends by licensees (2022 industry mandatory
targets were announced in Bulletin 2021-23);

- updates application requirements related to the licence transfer process; and

- describes security collection under the directive.

The deadline for feedback on Directive XXX is July 25, 2021 and the RMA is currently working on a submission. We are encouraging members to submit their thoughts and
concerns which will help inform our feedback. The deadline to submit member feedback for the RMA submission is July 18, 2021 and can be emailed to Alex Mochid at
alex@RMAlberta.com.

So far, 20 municipalities, one First Nation, five organizations and one business have
endorsed High River's proposed Alberta Coal Restriction Policy (ACRP).

Craig Snodgrass - Mayor of High River will compile a list of everyone who has endorsed
this policy and present it to the coal consultation committee, which is preparing a
recommendation on the future of coal mining to the Alberta government.

The High River policy basically says there will be no new coal mining allowed anywhere
on the Eastern Slopes, that all existing mines now in operation will be allowed to retire,
and that all public land damaged by coal mine exploration must be fully reclaimed by
the end of 2025.

If your municipality, First Nation, organization or business hasn't signed it yet, now's
the time.

The policy itself appears at the bottom of this post.

Municipalities that have endorsed the policy to date are: High River, City of Lethbridge,
County of Lethbridge, Longview, MD of Ranchland, Calmar, Wembley, Milo. Stavely,
Warburg, Grimshaw, Tofield, Vegreville, Hanna, Coalhurst, Lamont, St. Paul, County of
40 Mile, Girouxville and Athabasca.

The Town of High River sent emails to all 344 Alberta municipalities and all First Nations
inviting them to endorse the Coal Restriction Policy.

Is your municipality or First Nation not among the signatories included in this post?

It's time you asked your elected officials why not.

This is not only a provincial issue.

It impacts all Albertans and municipalities, especially those located downstream of
Eastern Slopes watersheds that would be impacted by coal mining. Selenium poisoning
of our water caused by coal mining should not be allowed to happen - ever!

So far, only one First Nation - Smith's Landing (in the Northwest Territories!) - has
endorsed the High River policy.

Organizations that have endorsed it are: Livingstone Landowners Group (LLG), the

Pekisko Group, Boundary Landowners Association in Cardston County, Alberta
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Backcountry Hunters & Anglers and the Alberta Hiking Association.

The only business so far is Fish Tales Fly Shop in Calgary.

Just because the Grassy Mountain project appears to be dead in the water, this is not
the time to get complacent about the future of coal mining in Alberta.

We all need to send the Kenney government a clear message that we don't want coal
mining of any kind on our Eastern Slopes, for reasons listed in the letter below, and
that exploration lands must be fully reclaimed by the end of 2025.

We owe it to future generations to make the right decision today.

Here is High River's proposed Alberta Coal Restriction Policy, outlined in a letter from
Mayor Snodgrass:

RE: Proposed Alberta Coal Restriction Policy

Your input on the future of the Eastern Slopes of the Rockies is important to the long-
term health of our water resources and their ability to provide clean drinking water to
all Alberta communities.

The Town of High River remains concerned about the negative impacts coal mining will
have on our communities, landscapes, water resources and future generations. We
request your support for our version of a new policy that reflects our desire to protect
the Eastern Slopes and our water resources in perpetuity.

The Town of High River has met with the Coal Policy Committee and agreed to prepare
a framework that would see coal exploration and development banned along the
Eastern Slopes. At our May 10, 2021 Regular Meeting, Council unanimously supported
the wording outlined below and we invite municipalities, organizations and businesses
to join us in supporting the proposed policy

Specifically, the Town’s proposed Alberta Coal Restriction Policy has three key
principles:

1. No further coal exploration or development will be permitted on the Eastern Slopes
of Alberta. There will no longer be categories within this area and, instead, there would
only be one area defined today as the Eastern Slopes.

2. Existing coal mining operations in the Hinton / Grande Cache areas will be permitted
to retire gracefully.
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3. Reclamation of lands disturbed by coal exploration activities with coal exploration
permits issued prior to February 8, 2021 must be reclaimed no later than December 31,
2025.

Our rationale for the three principles of the Alberta Coal Restriction Policy are as
follows:

1. The inherent value of the Eastern Slopes only exists with the landscape remaining
intact.

2. The headwaters and landscapes of the Eastern Slopes are critical to the future of our
province. Our communities, agriculture production, food production, tourism and
recreation all rely on these landscapes existing and their watersheds producing clean
water. Water is a limited resource that we all require to exist. The Town is strongly
opposed to any activity that increases the likelihood of water contamination. Once a
waterway has been contaminated by coal mining, this action cannot be reversed. Our
future generations depend on us protecting this resource.

3. The negative impacts on the environment, human health, animal health and existing
economies far outweigh the new jobs, taxes, royalties or economics that may be
generated as a result of coal development in this area.

The Town will collect all feedback received and present it to the Coal Policy Committee
in July 2021.

Dear Mayor/Reeve:

Ponoka Town Council is reaching out to other smaller rural communities like ours to voice our concerns regarding
the COVID-19 pandemic. We wish to share with you our concerns for our business community as we believe you
may be experiencing similar issues. We would also like to propose a solution for these concerns and are
requesting your support.

Over the last sixteen months, our small town businesses have experienced an extremely tough rollercoaster ride
amid a long string of lockdowns and restrictions. As we all know they, unlike urban businesses, already face a
different kind of challenge because they do not have the larger population base that businesses in the larger cities
can draw on.

Even now that restrictions are being lifted, it takes much longer for these small, rural businesses to recover and
bounce back; and given that they have been hit with successive waves of shut downs over the past several
months, the damage has been cumulative. We worry that a number of our small businesses may not

survive. And we worry about the terrible impact that losing these businesses would have on our community
considering they are an integral part of our town’s economy. They not only run businesses, they are consumers
too. They buy houses and pay taxes. They are also an important part of our social fabric, as many of them
sponsor sports teams, coach our young athletes, and are leaders, friends and neighbours in our community. We
are deeply concerned about the potential loss of these businesses.

In response to these concerns, we have begun writing letters to the Premier, our MLA, and our MP. We are
requesting additional funding be given to rural municipalities. This money would be specifically earmarked for
small businesses and distributed to them through municipal councils. Our position is that local municipal councils
understand the unique needs of their communities and their businesses, and therefore are in the best position to
distribute these additional dollars most effectively.

Our frustration with government has been that their actions and solutions always appear to be a one-size-fits-all
measure with the emphasis tilted toward the larger cities in our province. We understand that we are all hurting,
but we also can see that there is a tone deafness in particular when it comes to small businesses in rural

Alberta. Our concern is that these small, rural businesses are the lifeblood of this province yet they have always
contributed disproportionately more to our GDP than they have ever received back in compensation. They are
struggling and hurting now. It is time we do something for them or we will soon find that not only will some of
them be gone, but small towns in this province may start to disappear along with them.
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Ponoka Town Council is asking for your support by simply requesting that you join us in writing letters to our
Premier, your MLA and MP requesting more financial help for small, rural businesses. This will remind our

provincial and federal governments that the rural communities in this province are hurting, and hurting badly.

Finally, please feel free to contact the Mayor’s Office in the Town of Ponoka for further discussion on how we

could collectively pursue other possible solutions in the future.

While
overall crime trends have been decreasing across the country over the last 10 years, and there is considerable variation
between rural and urban crime rates in some regions, there has been an increase in rates of criminal activity in rural and
remote communities since 2014. Accordingly, Federal, Provincial and Territorial (FPT) Ministers responsible for public
safety have approved the development of a national framework to address rural crime.

The overall objective of the Pan-Canadian Strategic Framework on Rural Crime is for Canadians living in rural and remote
communities to feel safe, secure and protected in their communities. To undertake the development of a national
framework, an FPT Working Group on Rural Crime was established. The Framework is currently centred around seven
key strategic areas of focus that have been identified through research and engagement activities with Canadians living in
rural and remote communities, including on issues relevant to rural crime (e.g., gender-based violence, the state of the
criminal justice system, and anti-racism initiatives). We are currently seeking your input on this draft Framework.

To undertake the development of a national
framework, an FPT Working Group on Rural Crime was established. The Framework is currently centred around seven
key strategic areas of focus that have been identified through research and engagement activities with Canadians living in
rural and remote communities, including on issues relevant to rural crime (e.g., gender-based violence, the state of the
criminal justice system, and anti-racism initiatives).

Dear Messrs. Davis and Mr. Hammond:

Thank you for your correspondence of March 25, 2021, concerning the protection
of the Rocky Mountains’ eastern slopes and watersheds from water
contamination and excessive water use. | regret the delay in responding.

Freshwater protection is a shared priority among federal, provincial/territorial,
municipal, rural governments, and Indigenous Peoples. The Government of
Canada continues to work closely with its partners and all levels of government
on freshwater protection to safeguard Canada’s freshwater resources for
generations to come. Environment and Climate Change Canada'’s
Transboundary Waters Unit supports domestic and international transboundary
water management, and houses the Secretariat that supports the Prairie
Provinces Water Board.

As you know, the Board has a long and successful history of collaborative
transboundary water management within the prairie region. The Oldman River
watershed is located within this region. The mandate of the Board is to ensure
that transboundary waters are protected and equitably apportioned in
accordance with the terms of the Master Agreement on Apportionment, an
intergovernmental governance mechanism signed in 1969 by the governments of
Canada, Alberta, Saskatchewan, and Manitoba. The Board is accountable to
administer the Master Agreement and to report to ministers. The Master
Agreement protects water quality and provides for an equitable sharing of
available waters for all eastward flowing streams, including transboundary lakes
that cross provincial boundaries. This agreement consists of five schedules that
specify the amount and quality of water that shall pass from Alberta to
Saskatchewan, and from Saskatchewan to Manitoba.
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A key role for the Prairie Provinces Water Board is to provide a forum for

the exchange of information. This includes changes in policy and regulation

in order to prevent and resolve transboundary water management conflicts,

and to promote co-operation in this management. The Board is aware of the
recent changes to Alberta’s coal policy that are being contemplated and is
discussing the potential implications with respect to the Master Agreement on
Apportionment. | note that all signatory governments are accountable for meeting
the terms of the Master Agreement, and the provinces have the responsibility

to ensure that apportionment and water quality requirements are met at the
provincial boundaries.

At present, Environment and Climate Change Canada is participating as a
federal authority in the assessment of the Grassy Mountain Coal Project, which is
located in the Oldman River watershed. The Department will also participate in
the assessment of other proposed coal mines if they are designated for federal
review. Under the federal impact assessment regime, Environment and Climate
Change Canada provides expert information and knowledge to project
assessments on subjects within its mandate, including climate change, air and
water quality, biodiversity, environmental preparedness, and emergencies. This
work includes reviewing the proponents’ characterization of environmental effects
and mitigation measures, and providing advice to decision-makers on activities to
mitigate these effects. Environment and Climate Change Canada'’s science and
technical advice is grounded in the Canadian Environmental Protection Act,

7999, the pollution prevention provisions in the Fisheries Act, the Migratory Birds
Convention Act, 1994, and the Species at Risk Act.

In August 2019, the federal Impact Assessment Act and the accompanying
Physical Activities Regulations came into force with the aim of enabling projects
to move forward in a responsible, timely and transparent way that protects the
environment. Major projects (e.g., the construction, expansion and operation of
coal mines), provided they meet certain thresholds described in the Regulations,
are subject to the new impact assessment regime. Coal mining projects not
designated under this act may still require assessment under provincial
legislation. If a project proceeds, it will continue to be subject to all applicable
provincial and federal regulations. In addition, the Government of Canada has
launched the Strategic Assessment of Thermal Coal Mining, which will guide
decision-makers on how new thermal coal mine projects will be considered under
the Impact Assessment Act. The draft terms of reference were published on
July 30, 2020. Environment and Climate Change Canada is currently
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developing an engagement plan, and more information will be made available
when the final terms of reference are published later this year. Work is also
under way to develop the proposed Coal Mining Effluent Regulations under the
federal Fisheries Act to reduce the risks posed by harmful substances from coal
mining effluent in order to protect the aquatic environment.

Furthermore, Mr. Terry Duguid, my Parliamentary Secretary (Canada Water
Agency), is working along me, the Honourable Marie-Claude Bibeau, Minister of
Agriculture and Agri-Food, the Honourable Seamus O’'Regan, Minister of Natural
Resources, and the Honourable Jim Carr, Special Representative for the
Prairies, to create the new Canada Water Agency. It will work together with
provinces and territories, Indigenous communities, local authorities, scientists,
and others to find the best ways to keep water in Canada safe, clean and well-
managed. The mandate of the Agency has not yet been defined and has been
the subject of pre-engagement and engagement with Indigenous Peoples,
provincial and territorial governments, stakeholders, and the public.

| appreciate your sharing your concerns about the protection of fresh water in
southern Alberta. This is a complex and important issue locally and regionally to
ensure that quality fresh water in the Oldman River watershed and downstream
watersheds into Saskatchewan and Manitoba will be sustainable and protected
for future generations.

As you are aware, Bill 64 was passed in May to enable government to collect fees for
recreation activities and put the Kananaskis Conservation Pass and Public Lands Camping
Pass in place. Government also committed to introduce an Alberta Trails Act this fall to
enable trail planning, trail designation to protect trails, and more effective partnerships. The
platform commitment was:

“Introduce the Alberta Trails Act to protect trails for today’s generations and future
generations.”

While nothing is finalized, key components of an Alberta Trails Act may include:

Designating trails through trail management planning
Grandfathering well-established trails

Enabling partnerships

Recreation management support tools

o Trail Development Guidelines for Alberta’s Public Lands for trail standards
o Area closures and restoration — defining when to close an area or trail for
safety or environmental protection

This letter is presented as a token of support on behalf of the Town of Thorsby towards the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police (RCMP) and also as a motion of opposition to the Provincial Government'’s recent proposal for an
Alberta Provincial Police force.

After reviewing the Fair Deal Panel's Report to Government (as well as the many letters currently circulating from
Municipal elected officials) the Council of Town of Thorsby is voicing its firm opposition to the APPS (Alberta
Provincial Police Service).

There are several particularly concerning items identified in the Fair Deal Panel’s report, namely:

- The Fair Deal Panel's recommendation to proceed with developing a proposal for a Provincial Police force,
despite only 35% of Albertans believing the police force would contribute to the desired outcome of helping
Alberta better assert itself with the Canadian federation.

- Provincial and municipal governments possibly absorbing $112.4 million policing costs currently covered by
the federal government (which would be in addition to the increasing policing costs incurred by municipalities
under the Police Funding Model).

Furthermore, and perhaps most importantly, we have an excellent relationship with our local RCMP detachment
and feel no need to replace them with a Provincial force. The RCMP in Town of Thorsby have always been
responsive to community needs and feedback, and have consistently delivered professional, quality public safety
services in our communities. In addition, ongoing collaboration between both Detachment and Thorsby's Council
has resulted in a positive and adaptive presence in the region.

We have not been provided with adequate proof that the formation of the APPS would result in better outcomes
for Albertans, especially when considering the Provincial Government's reduction into MSI funding over the next
few years and considering the infrastructure maintenance investments that all Canadian municipalities face over
the coming years. Town of Thorsby Council is urging the Government of Alberta to listen to Municipal Leaders as
well as the results of the Fair Deal Panel’s report and shift efforts to Improving RCMP relationships and resource
in the Province.

The Alberta government recently proclaimed Bill 19
which made several amendments to the Tobacco
and Smoking Reduction Act including new restric-
tions on vaping products. These changes will take
effect on July 31, 2021. The amendments have
implications for Alberta municipalities but they do
not interfere with the ability of local councils to pass
bylaws to control tobacco, smoking, and nicotine
vaping and to regulate the sale of these products.
Section 7(a) of the Municipal Government Act
provides local councils with broad authority over
public health and safety including the authority to
pass smoking and vaping bylaws.

Here are the major amendments to Alberta’s
tobacco (and vaping) legislation:

1.

Alberta has aligned provincial restrictions
on the sale, advertising, display, and con-
sumption of vaping products with those
on tobacco.

. Alberta has become the first province in

Canada to align public restrictions on
smoking and vaping with provincial
restrictions on cannabis consumption.

. The new regulations provide an exemption

for cigar lounges in indoor establishments
including restaurants, bars and cigar stores.

Based on these new amendments, we urge local
councils to:

1.

Ensure that your local bylaws align restrictions
on the smoking and vaping of tobacco with any
local restrictions on the smoking and vaping of
cannabis. Tobacco kills 50 times more Canadians
than cannabis and local restrictions on tobacco
use should mesh with restrictions on cannabis
consumption. The Alberta government has
aligned provincial restrictions on the use of

tobacco, vaping and cannabis which we applaud.
However these restrictions do not extend to
many public spaces such as parks, outdoor
gatherings, public events, markets and hookah/
shisha bars. Municipalities can close these
loopholes with local bylaws. The alighment of
these restrictions will help to reduce the social
acceptability of public smoking and vaping and
will protect youth and nonsmokers from
exposure. This alignment will also help to
improve compliance and simplify enforcement
because the rules will be clear and consistent
(i.e., no smoking or vaping of any substance in
public spaces).

. Adopt local bylaws to fill gaps in the provincial

legislation. The provincial smoking restrictions
do not adequately protect workers and users of
group living facilities, hotel and motel guest
rooms, public housing or public establishments
that allow hookah smoking. The provincial law
does not regulate smoking or vaping in many
outdoor areas as listed above and it does not
require tobacco or vaping retailers to be
licensed. Various Alberta municipalities have
adopted bylaws to address these omissions and
we urge local councils to continue doing so.

. Close the cigar lounge loophole. Unfortunately,

the Alberta government has created a disturbing
loophole for cigar lounges which can be closed
by municipal councils. A number of local councils
have passed bylaws that prohibit the creation of
smoking lounges including Edmonton and
Calgary. We encourage your council to pass a
bylaw to prevent the creation of smoking
lounges in your community by prohibiting all
forms of smoking and vaping (including cannabis
use) in indoor public places with no exemptions
for cigar, shisha or cannabis lounges.

MODEL SMOKING BYLAW FOR ALBERTA MUNICIPALITIES



BYLAW NO. X OF THE (MUNICIPALITY) IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA



Being a bylaw respecting smoke-free public places and workplaces. 



WHEREAS health officials have determined that secondhand tobacco smoke (exhaled smoke and the smoke from idling cigarettes, cigars and pipes) and smoking is a health hazard or discomfort for many persons; 



AND WHEREAS the Council of the (Municipality) deems it expedient and appropriate to limit the effects of secondhand smoke and smoking for residents and visitors to the municipality and to protect youth and other vulnerable populations from these public health hazards; 



[bookmark: _GoBack]AND WHEREAS the Council deems it expedient and appropriate to regulate smoking and tobacco use in public places and workplaces within the (Municipality); and in accordance with the Municipal Government Act R.S.A. 2000 c. M-26 as amended, has the authority to pass bylaws respecting: 



a) the safety, health and welfare of people and the protection of people and property; 



b) people, activities and things in, on or near a public place or place that is open to the public; 



c) businesses, business activities and persons engaged in business;



NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the (Municipality), duly assembled, hereby enacts as follows:



SECTION 1 - SHORT TITLE 



1.1 This Bylaw may be cited as the “Smoking Bylaw”. 



SECTION 2 - DEFINITIONS 



In this Bylaw: 



2.1 “Ashtray” means a receptacle for tobacco ashes and for cigar and cigarette butts; 



2.2 “Building” includes anything constructed or placed on, in, over or under land, whether permanent or temporary, into which a Person could enter; 



2.3 “Council” means the Council of the Municipality of (name); 



2.4 “Designated Public Place” means a place prescribed in Section 3; 



2.5 “Educational Institution” means a public or private school or post-secondary institution; 



2.6 “Employee” includes a person who performs any work for or supplies any services to any Employer; 



2.7 “Employer” includes any person who as the owner, proprietor, manager, superintendent or overseer of any activity, business, work, trade, occupation or profession, has control over or direction of, or is directly or indirectly responsible for the employment of a person therein; 



2.8 “Enclosed Walkway” means any pedway, bridge, hallway, connecting stairway, or similar structure that is physically enclosed; 



2.9 “Grandstand” means an open air seating facility primarily but not exclusively limited to use in watching sporting events. 



2.10 “Hotel” includes hotels, motels and inns. 



2.11 “Municipal Building” means any of the buildings owned, leased, operated or occupied by the Municipality of (community); 



2.12 “Municipal Manager” means the chief administrative officer or his delegate; 



2.13 “Municipal Tag” means a ticket or similar document issued by the Municipal pursuant to the Municipal Government Act R.S.A. 2000, c. M-26 as amended, and as referred to in Section 8 below; 



2.14 “Municipality” means the Municipality of (community);



2.15 “Outdoor Patio” means an area outside of a building intended for the consumption of food or beverages by patrons of a business providing such food or beverages, and includes; 



a) a public premises where food or beverages are served that is not fully contained within an enclosed building; and 

b) an outside extension of an eating or drinking establishment regardless of whether it is covered.



2.16 “Outdoor Public Event” means an outdoor market, festival, fair, display, exhibition, fundraiser, race, concert or parade requiring a municipal permit, and to which the public is invited or permitted to attend.



2.17 "Outdoor Public Place" means an outdoor

(i) Beach;

(ii) Grandstand;

(iii) Park;

(iv) Playground;

(v) Pool;

(vi) Seasonal Multipurpose Pad;

(vii) Skate or Bicycle Park;

(viii) Sports Field; 

(ix) Trail;

(x) Water Playground;



open to the public from time to time.



2.18 "Park" means public space controlled by the Municipality and set aside as a park to be used for rest, recreation, exercise, pleasure, amusement and enjoyment, and includes municipal trails;



2.19 “Peace Officer” means a person appointed as a Bylaw Enforcement Officer pursuant to the Municipal Government Act, to do any act or perform any duties under this bylaw and includes a member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, municipal policy service and, when authorized, a Special Constable; 



2.20 ‘‘Person” includes an individual, proprietorship, corporation or society; 



2.21 "Playground" means a structure or collection of structures designed and intended for recreational use by children and, where mounted in a distinct material such as sand, rubber, gravel, or wood chips, includes the material in which those structures are mounted; 



2.22 “Private Residence” means a self-contained living premise for domestic use of one or more persons and is provided with a separate private entrance from the exterior of a building or from a common hall, lobby or stairway; 



a) a private residence is a workplace if a home business is operated from the residence and the owner of the business has employees who work in the residence but do not live in the residence; and

b) only that part of a private residence in which the business is operated is a workplace for the purposes of this bylaw.



2.23 “Proprietor” means the owner, or his agent or representative of a Designated Public Place referred to in this bylaw, and includes any person in charge thereof or anyone who controls, governs or directs the activity carried on therein, where applicable includes; 



a) the person who ultimately controls, governs or directs the activity carried on within any premises referred to in this Bylaw and includes the person usually in charge thereof; 

b) a Regional Health Authority Board appointed pursuant to the provisions of the Regional Health Authority Act; and

c) the Board of Governors, Board of Trustees, or President of an Educational Institution; 



2.24 “Public” means any person other than the owner, lessee, proprietor or employer of a particular building or place; 



2.25 “Public Building” means any enclosed building or structure as defined in this bylaw to which the public can and does have access by right or by invitation, whether or not: 



a) all classes of the public are invited; 

b) the proprietor has the right to exclude any particular person; 

c) payment, membership or the performance of some formality is required prior to access; 

d) the public has access to the building only at certain times, or from time to time; 

e) a member of the public has access only if they are a member or if they are accompanied by a member; 

f) Subject to subsection g) and h) below, if the public has access only to a portion of the building or structure, the entire building or structure shall be deemed to be a Public Building; 

Where a building includes a private residence, the following shall apply: 

g) that portion of the building containing the private residence shall be deemed to not be a public building; 

h) If a building contains two or more private residences, those common areas of the building including patios, pools, other recreational areas, washrooms, corridors, reception areas, elevators, escalators, foyers, hallways, stairways, lobbies, laundry rooms and enclosed parking garages shall be deemed to be a public building;



“Public Housing Structure” means any type of residential building, including single family homes, duplexes, or other multi-unit structure that is, wholly or partly, funded by a municipality. 



2.26 “Public Transportation Vehicle” means a school bus, a bus, a taxicab, limousine or other similar vehicle which is being used by a passenger or passengers for hire or which is being offered for hire; 



2.27 “Public Transportation Vehicle Shelter” means any structure with a roof designed to protect a passenger from the elements while waiting for a school bus, a bus, a taxicab, limousine or other similar vehicles; 



2.28 “Seasonal Multi-Purpose Pad" means a surface on which members of the public are permitted to skate or engage in other physical activities, whether on payment of a fee or not, and includes, public lakes, ponds, outdoor rinks with boards or other ice support infrastructure and outdoor basketball courts;

2.29 "Skate or Bicycle Park" means an area designed and intended specifically for the use of one or more of the following:



(i) skateboards;

(ii) bicycles;

(iii) in-line skates; or

(iv) similar devices;



2.30 “Sign” means a sign as prescribed in Section 5; 



2.31 “Sports Field” means an area designed and intended for use in a specific

	sporting event, including spectator seating areas, and includes a soccer pitch,

	football field, rugby pitch, baseball diamond, tennis court and similar areas.



2.32 “Smoke” or “Smoking” means to inhale, exhale, burn, or have control over a lighted cigarette, cigar, pipe, hookah pipe, or other lighted or heated device or apparatus designed to burn or heat tobacco, cannabis, shisha or any other weed or substance for the purpose of inhaling or tasting its emissions.



2.33 “Violation Ticket” means a ticket issued pursuant to Part II of the Provincial Offences Procedure Act, R.S.A. 2000 c. P-34, as amended and regulations thereunder, and as referred to in Section 9 of this bylaw.





2.34 "Water Playground" means a structure or collection of structures that spray or release water which is designed and intended for recreational use.



2.35 “Workplace” means any enclosed area of a building or structure in which an employee performs the duties of their employment, whether or not members of the public have access to the building, structure or area as of right or by express or implied invitation and includes hotel rooms, washrooms, corridors, lounges, eating areas, outdoor patios, reception areas, elevators, escalators, foyers, hallways, stairways, enclosed walkways, amenity areas, lobbies, laundry rooms, enclosed parking garages and work vehicles. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing: 



a) a place is a workplace whether or not the employee is employed by the proprietor of the premises at which the employee works; 

b) subject to clause c) below, if an employee works in any portion of a building for any period of time, the entire building shall be deemed to be a workplace; 

c) a private residence shall not be deemed to be a workplace but that part of a private residence in which a home business is operated is a workplace if the home business is operated from the residence and the owner of the business has employees who work in the residence but do not live in the residence. 

d) a workplace includes any group living facility and all of its adjoining units, rooms and apartments.



2.36 “Window” means a window that can be opened to admit air.

2.37 “Work Vehicle” means a vehicle owned or leased by an employer and used by employees during the course of employment. 




SECTION 3 - GENERAL PROVISIONS 



3.1 Subject to Section 3.2, the following are Designated Public Places for the purposes of this bylaw: 



a) Public Buildings and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a Public Building; 

b) Municipal Buildings and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a Municipal Building; 

c) Public Transportation Vehicles and Public Transportation Vehicle Shelters;

d) Outdoor Public Events as described in Section 2.16; 

e) Outdoor Public Places as described in Section 2.17; and 

f) Workplaces and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a Workplace.

g) Public Housing and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a Public Housing residence. 



3.2 No person shall Smoke in a Designated Public Place, whether or not a “No Smoking” sign is posted or visible. 



3.3 No proprietor or employer shall permit smoking in a Designated Public Place, whether or not a “No Smoking” sign is posted or visible. 



SECTION 4 - ASHTRAYS 



4.1 The proprietor and employer of every Designated Public Place shall ensure that no ashtrays are placed or allowed to remain in any Designated Public Place. 



4.2 The proprietor and employer of every Designated Public Place shall, if employees or members of the public from time to time gather to smoke at a location outside the Designated Public Place, ensure that ashtrays are placed more than 5m from the entrance or exit of the Designated Public Place. 



SECTION 5 - SIGNS 



5.1 The proprietor and employer of every Designated Public Place shall ensure that signs are posted conspicuously and in accordance with this bylaw so as to clearly identify that smoking is prohibited. 



5.2 The proprietor and employer of every Workplace, Public Housing Structure, Public Building or Municipal Building shall ensure that: 



a) signs are posted at every entrance, window or air intake to the Workplace, Public Building, Municipal Building, Public Housing Structure, Public Vehicles and work vehicles and in the case of a public place or workplace, at a height of not less than 1m and not more than 2.4m, as measured from the floor of the entrance;

b) be posted inside each public place, workplace or public vehicle in such numbers and locations as the manager of the public place, workplace or public vehicle reasonably considers adequate to ensure that the public and employees are aware of the prohibition; 

c) signs are posted at the entrance to each washroom where said washroom is not fully contained within a Workplace, Public Housing Structure, Public Building or Municipal Building that has been signed in accordance with Section 5.2(a); 

d) signs are posted in the vicinity of any seating area where food or beverages are sold or consumed where said seating area is not fully contained within a Workplace,Public Housing Structure, Public Building or Municipal Building that has been signed in accordance with Section 5.2(a); 

e) Where there is no public entrance to a place or premises mentioned in Section 3, signs prohibiting smoking shall be posted in a prominent location on or near the premises in such manner as to be readily visible to any member of the public using such place or premises.



5.3 The signs referred to in this bylaw shall: 

a) include the following graphic symbol to indicate the areas where smoking is prohibited pursuant to this bylaw: It must depict the symbol in black or red on a contrasting background that makes the symbol clearly legible in whatever lighting is used in the public place, workplace or public vehicle. 

b) contain the text “no smoking” in capital or lower case letters, which must be set out in a style and size that is clearly legible and be set out on a contrasting background that makes the text clearly legible in whatever lighting is used in the public place, workplace or public vehicle. 



5.4 Size of Signs 



a) A sign posted under this Bylaw in a public place or a workplace other than a work vehicle must be at least 20 cm by 26 cm and must have a surface area of not less than 520 cm2. 

b) A sign posted under the Bylaw in a public vehicle or work vehicle must be at least 10 cm by 10 cm and must have a surface area of not less than 100 cm2. 



5.5 Notwithstanding that the graphic symbol in Subsection 5.3 is a cigarette, it shall be deemed to include a reference to a lighted cigar, cigarette, pipe or other lighted smoking equipment. 



5.6 No person shall remove, alter, conceal, deface or destroy any sign posted pursuant to this bylaw. 



SECTION 6 – PENALTIES



6.1 Any corporation which fails or neglects to perform the duties or requirements imposed upon it under the provisions of this bylaw is guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding ten thousand dollars ($10,000). 



6.2 Any individual, other than a corporation, who contravenes this bylaw is guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding one thousand dollars ($1,000) and for a second subsequent offence, to a fine of not more than five thousand ($5,000) dollars. 



6.3 The specified fine for an offence committed pursuant to this bylaw is established at: 



a) Individual $ 250

b) Corporations $ 1,000



6.4 In the case of an offence that is of a continuing nature, a contravention shall constitute a separate offence in respect of each day, or part of a day, on which that offence continues. 



SECTION 7 - MUNICIPAL TAGS 



7.1 A Peace Officer is hereby authorized and empowered to issue a municipal tag to any person who the Peace Officer has reasonable and probable grounds to believe has contravened any provision of this bylaw. 



7.2 A municipal tag may be issued to such person: 



a) either personally; 

b) by mailing a copy to such person at his last known post office address, or 

c) if upon a corporation, by serving the municipal tag by mailing a copy by registered mail, or serving a person who is the agent, representative, or a person in charge of the Designated Public Place. 



7.3 The municipal tag shall be in a form approved by the Municipal Manager and shall state: 



a) the name of the person; 

b) the offence; 

c) the municipal or legal description of the land on or near where the offence took place; 

d) the appropriate penalty for the offence as specified in Section 6 of this bylaw; 

e) that the penalty shall be paid within 30 days of the issuance of the municipal tag; 

f) any other information as may be required by the Municipal Manager. 



7.4 Where a municipal tag is issued pursuant to Section 7 of this bylaw, the person to whom the municipal tag is issued may, in lieu of being prosecuted for the offence, pay the penalty to the Municipality the penalty specified within the time period indicated on the municipal tag. 



7.5 Nothing in this bylaw shall prevent a Peace Officer from immediately issuing a violation ticket. 



SECTION 8 - VIOLATION TICKET 



8.1 In those cases where a municipal tag has been issued and if the penalty specified on a municipal tag has not been paid within the prescribed time, then a Peace Officer is hereby authorized and empowered to issue a violation ticket pursuant to Part II of the Provincial Offences Procedure Act, R.S.A. 2000, c. P-34 as amended. 



8.2 Notwithstanding Section 7 of this bylaw, a Peace Officer is hereby authorized and empowered to immediately issue a violation ticket pursuant to Part II of the Provincial Offences Procedure Act, R.S.A. 2000, c. P-34 as amended, to any person who the Peace Officer has reasonable grounds to believe has contravened any provision of this bylaw. 



SECTION 9 - SEVERABILITY



9.1 If any section or sections of this bylaw or parts thereof are found in any court of law to be illegal or beyond the power of Council to enact, such section or sections or parts thereof shall be deemed to be severable and all other sections or parts of this bylaw shall be deemed to be separate and independent therefrom and to be enacted as such. 



SECTION 10 – ENFORCEMENT 



10.1 For the enforcement of this bylaw, a Peace Officer, upon producing proper identification, may at all reasonable hours, enter any Designated Public Place and may make examinations, investigations and inquiries. 



10.2 A Peace Officer is a Designated Officer for the purposes of ss. 542 - 545 of the Municipal Government Act, R.S.A. 2000, c.M-26 as amended. 



SECTION 11 - EFFECTIVE DATE 



11.1 This bylaw shall come into effect all as of (date).

AND WHEREAS the Council of the (Municipality) deems it expedient and appropriate to
limit the effects of secondhand smoke and smoking for residents and visitors to the

municipality and to protect youth and other vulnerable populations from these public
health hazards;

AND WHEREAS the Council deems it expedient and appropriate to regulate smoking
and tobacco use in public places and workplaces within the (Municipality); and in
accordance with the Municipal Government Act R.S.A. 2000 c. M-26 as amended, has
the authority to pass bylaws respecting:

a) the safety, health and welfare of people and the protection of people and
property;

b) people, activities and things in, on or near a public place or place that is open
to the public;

c) businesses, business activities and persons engaged in business;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the (Municipality), duly assembled, hereby enacts
as follows:

SECTION 1 - SHORT TITLE

1.1 This Bylaw may be cited as the “Smoking Bylaw”.

SECTION 2 - DEFINITIONS

In this Bylaw:

2.1 “Ashtray” means a receptacle for tobacco ashes and for cigar and cigarette butts;

2.2 “Building” includes anything constructed or placed on, in, over or under land,
whether permanent or temporary, into which a Person could enter;

2.3 “Council” means the Council of the Municipality of (hame);

2.4 “Designated Public Place” means a place prescribed in Section 3;
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2.5 “Educational Institution” means a public or private school or post-secondary
institution;

2.6 “Employee” includes a person who performs any work for or supplies any services
to any Employer;

2.7 “Employer” includes any person who as the owner, proprietor, manager,
superintendent or overseer of any activity, business, work, trade, occupation or
profession, has control over or direction of, or is directly or indirectly responsible for
the employment of a person therein;

2.8 “Enclosed Walkway” means any pedway, bridge, hallway, connecting stairway, or
similar structure that is physically enclosed;

2.9 “Grandstand” means an open air seating facility primarily but not exclusively
limited to use in watching sporting events.

2.10 “Hotel” includes hotels, motels and inns.

2.11 “Municipal Building” means any of the buildings owned, leased, operated or
occupied by the Municipality of (community);

2.12 “Municipal Manager” means the chief administrative officer or his delegate;

2.13 “Municipal Tag” means a ticket or similar document issued by the Municipal
pursuant to the Municipal Government Act R.S.A. 2000, c. M-26 as amended, and
as referred to in Section 8 below;

2.14 “Municipality” means the Municipality of (community);

2.15 “Outdoor Patio” means an area outside of a building intended for the
consumption of food or beverages by patrons of a business providing such food or
beverages, and includes;

a) a public premises where food or beverages are served that is not fully
contained within an enclosed building; and

b) an outside extension of an eating or drinking establishment regardless of
whether it is covered.

2.16 “Outdoor Public Event” means an outdoor market, festival, fair, display,
exhibition, fundraiser, race, concert or parade requiring a municipal permit, and to
which the public is invited or permitted to attend.

2.17 "Outdoor Public Place™ means an outdoor
(i) Beach;
(i) Grandstand;
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i)  Park;

iv)  Playground;

V) Pool;

vi)  Seasonal Multipurpose Pad;

vii)  Skate or Bicycle Park;
viii)  Sports Field;

ix)  Trail;

x)  Water Playground;

open to the public from time to time.

2.18 "Park" means public space controlled by the Municipality and set aside as a park
to be used for rest, recreation, exercise, pleasure, amusement and enjoyment,
and includes municipal trails;

2.19 “Peace Officer” means a person appointed as a Bylaw Enforcement Officer
pursuant to the Municipal Government Act, to do any act or perform any duties
under this bylaw and includes a member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police,
municipal policy service and, when authorized, a Special Constable;

2.20 ““Person” includes an individual, proprietorship, corporation or society;

2.21 "Playground™ means a structure or collection of structures designed and intended
for recreational use by children and, where mounted in a distinct material such as
sand, rubber, gravel, or wood chips, includes the material in which those
structures are mounted;

2.22 “Private Residence” means a self-contained living premise for domestic use of
one or more persons and is provided with a separate private entrance from the
exterior of a building or from a common hall, lobby or stairway;

a) a private residence is a workplace if a home business is operated from the
residence and the owner of the business has employees who work in the
residence but do not live in the residence; and

b) only that part of a private residence in which the business is operated is a
workplace for the purposes of this bylaw.

2.23 “Proprietor” means the owner, or his agent or representative of a Designated
Public Place referred to in this bylaw, and includes any person in charge thereof
or anyone who controls, governs or directs the activity carried on therein, where
applicable includes;

a) the person who ultimately controls, governs or directs the activity carried on
within any premises referred to in this Bylaw and includes the person usually in
charge thereof;

b) a Regional Health Authority Board appointed pursuant to the provisions of the
Regional Health Authority Act; and
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c) the Board of Governors, Board of Trustees, or President of an Educational
Institution;

2.24 “Public” means any person other than the owner, lessee, proprietor or employer

of a particular building or place;

2.25 “Public Building” means any enclosed building or structure as defined in this

bylaw to which the public can and does have access by right or by invitation,
whether or not:

a) all classes of the public are invited;

b) the proprietor has the right to exclude any particular person;

c) payment, membership or the performance of some formality is required prior to
access;

d) the public has access to the building only at certain times, or from time to time;

e) a member of the public has access only if they are a member or if they are
accompanied by a member;

f) Subject to subsection g) and h) below, if the public has access only to a portion
of the building or structure, the entire building or structure shall be deemed to
be a Public Building;

Where a building includes a private residence, the following shall apply:

g) that portion of the building containing the private residence shall be deemed to
not be a public building;

h) If a building contains two or more private residences, those common areas of
the building including patios, pools, other recreational areas, washrooms,
corridors, reception areas, elevators, escalators, foyers, hallways, stairways,
lobbies, laundry rooms and enclosed parking garages shall be deemed to be a
public building;

“Public Housing Structure” means any type of residential building, including
single family homes, duplexes, or other multi-unit structure that is, wholly or
partly, funded by a municipality.

2.26 “Public Transportation Vehicle” means a school bus, a bus, a taxicab, limousine

or other similar vehicle which is being used by a passenger or passengers for
hire or which is being offered for hire;

2.27 “Public Transportation Vehicle Shelter” means any structure with a roof

designed to protect a passenger from the elements while waiting for a school
bus, a bus, a taxicab, limousine or other similar vehicles;

2.28 “Seasonal Multi-Purpose Pad" means a surface on which members of the public

are permitted to skate or engage in other physical activities, whether on payment
of a fee or not, and includes, public lakes, ponds, outdoor rinks with boards or
other ice support infrastructure and outdoor basketball courts;
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2.29 "Skate or Bicycle Park" means an area designed and intended specifically for the
use of one or more of the following:

i) skateboards;

ii) bicycles;

iii) in-line skates; or
iv) similar devices;

.~~~ A~

2.30 “Sign” means a sign as prescribed in Section 5;

2.31 “Sports Field” means an area designed and intended for use in a specific
sporting event, including spectator seating areas, and includes a soccer pitch,
football field, rugby pitch, baseball diamond, tennis court and similar areas.

2.32 “Smoke” or “Smoking” means to inhale, exhale, burn, or have control over a
lighted cigarette, cigar, pipe, hookah pipe, or other lighted or heated device or
apparatus designed to burn or heat tobacco, cannabis, shisha or any other weed
or substance for the purpose of inhaling or tasting its emissions.

2.33 “Violation Ticket” means a ticket issued pursuant to Part Il of the Provincial
Offences Procedure Act, R.S.A. 2000 c. P-34, as amended and regulations
thereunder, and as referred to in Section 9 of this bylaw.

2.34 "Water Playground" means a structure or collection of structures that spray or
release water which is designed and intended for recreational use.

2.35 “Workplace” means any enclosed area of a building or structure in which an
employee performs the duties of their employment, whether or not members of
the public have access to the building, structure or area as of right or by express
or implied invitation and includes hotel rooms, washrooms, corridors, lounges,
eating areas, outdoor patios, reception areas, elevators, escalators, foyers,
hallways, stairways, enclosed walkways, amenity areas, lobbies, laundry rooms,
enclosed parking garages and work vehicles. Without limiting the generality of
the foregoing:

a) a place is a workplace whether or not the employee is employed by the

proprietor of the premises at which the employee works;

b) subject to clause c) below, if an employee works in any portion of a building for

any period of time, the entire building shall be deemed to be a workplace;

c) a private residence shall not be deemed to be a workplace but that part of a
private residence in which a home business is operated is a workplace if the
home business is operated from the residence and the owner of the business
has employees who work in the residence but do not live in the residence.

d) a workplace includes any group living facility and all of its adjoining units,
rooms and apartments.
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2.36 “Window” means a window that can be opened to admit air.

2.37 “Work Vehicle” means a vehicle owned or leased by an employer and used by
employees during the course of employment.
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SECTION 3 - GENERAL PROVISIONS

3.1 Subject to Section 3.2, the following are Designated Public Places for the purposes
of this bylaw:

a) Public Buildings and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a Public
Building;

b) Municipal Buildings and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a
Municipal Building;

c) Public Transportation Vehicles and Public Transportation Vehicle Shelters;

d) Outdoor Public Events as described in Section 2.16;

e) Outdoor Public Places as described in Section 2.17; and

f) Workplaces and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a Workplace.

g) Public Housing and those areas within 5m of an entrance or exit to a Public
Housing residence.

3.2 No person shall Smoke in a Designated Public Place, whether or not a “No
Smoking” sign is posted or visible.

3.3 No proprietor or employer shall permit smoking in a Designated Public Place,
whether or not a “No Smoking” sign is posted or visible.

SECTION 4 - ASHTRAYS

4.1 The proprietor and employer of every Designated Public Place shall ensure that no
ashtrays are placed or allowed to remain in any Designated Public Place.

4.2 The proprietor and employer of every Designated Public Place shall, if employees or
members of the public from time to time gather to smoke at a location outside the
Designated Public Place, ensure that ashtrays are placed more than 5m from the
entrance or exit of the Designated Public Place.

SECTION 5 - SIGNS

5.1 The proprietor and employer of every Designated Public Place shall ensure that
signs are posted conspicuously and in accordance with this bylaw so as to clearly
identify that smoking is prohibited.

5.2 The proprietor and employer of every Workplace, Public Housing Structure, Public
Building or Municipal Building shall ensure that:

a) signs are posted at every entrance, window or air intake to the Workplace,
Public Building, Municipal Building, Public Housing Structure, Public Vehicles
and work vehicles and in the case of a public place or workplace, at a height of
not less than 1m and not more than 2.4m, as measured from the floor of the
entrance;
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b) be posted inside each public place, workplace or public vehicle in such
numbers and locations as the manager of the public place, workplace or public
vehicle reasonably considers adequate to ensure that the public and
employees are aware of the prohibition;

c) signs are posted at the entrance to each washroom where said washroom is
not fully contained within a Workplace, Public Housing Structure, Public
Building or Municipal Building that has been signed in accordance with Section
5.2(a);

d) signs are posted in the vicinity of any seating area where food or beverages
are sold or consumed where said seating area is not fully contained within a
Workplace,Public Housing Structure, Public Building or Municipal Building that
has been signed in accordance with Section 5.2(a);

e) Where there is no public entrance to a place or premises mentioned in Section
3, signs prohibiting smoking shall be posted in a prominent location on or near
the premises in such manner as to be readily visible to any member of the
public using such place or premises.

5.3 The signs referred to in this bylaw shall:

a) include the following graphic symbol to indicate the areas where smoking is
prohibited pursuant to this bylaw: It must depict the symbol in black or red on a
contrasting background that makes the symbol clearly legible in whatever
lighting is used in the public place, workplace or public vehicle.

b) contain the text “no smoking” in capital or lower case letters, which must be
set out in a style and size that is clearly legible and be set out on a contrasting
background that makes the text clearly legible in whatever lighting is used in
the public place, workplace or public vehicle.

5.4 Size of Signs

a) A sign posted under this Bylaw in a public place or a workplace other than a
work vehicle must be at least 20 cm by 26 cm and must have a surface area of

not less than 520 cmz.
b) A sign posted under the Bylaw in a public vehicle or work vehicle must be at

least 10 cm by 10 cm and must have a surface area of not less than 100 cm’.

5.5 Notwithstanding that the graphic symbol in Subsection 5.3 is a cigarette, it shall be
deemed to include a reference to a lighted cigar, cigarette, pipe or other lighted
smoking equipment.

5.6 No person shall remove, alter, conceal, deface or destroy any sign posted pursuant
to this bylaw.

SECTION 6 — PENALTIES
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6.1 Any corporation which fails or neglects to perform the duties or requirements
imposed upon it under the provisions of this bylaw is guilty of an offence and liable
on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding ten thousand dollars ($10,000).

6.2 Any individual, other than a corporation, who contravenes this bylaw is guilty of an
offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding one thousand
dollars ($1,000) and for a second subsequent offence, to a fine of not more than five
thousand ($5,000) dollars.

6.3 The specified fine for an offence committed pursuant to this bylaw is established at:

a) Individual $ 250
b) Corporations $ 1,000

6.4 In the case of an offence that is of a continuing nature, a contravention shall
constitute a separate offence in respect of each day, or part of a day, on which that
offence continues.

SECTION 7 - MUNICIPAL TAGS

7.1 A Peace Officer is hereby authorized and empowered to issue a municipal tag to
any person who the Peace Officer has reasonable and probable grounds to believe
has contravened any provision of this bylaw.

7.2 A municipal tag may be issued to such person:

a) either personally;

b) by mailing a copy to such person at his last known post office address, or

c) if upon a corporation, by serving the municipal tag by mailing a copy by
registered mail, or serving a person who is the agent, representative, or a
person in charge of the Designated Public Place.

7.3 The municipal tag shall be in a form approved by the Municipal Manager and shall
state:

a) the name of the person;

b) the offence;

c¢) the municipal or legal description of the land on or near where the offence took
place;

d) the appropriate penalty for the offence as specified in Section 6 of this bylaw;

e) that the penalty shall be paid within 30 days of the issuance of the municipal
tag;

f) any other information as may be required by the Municipal Manager.

7.4 Where a municipal tag is issued pursuant to Section 7 of this bylaw, the person to
whom the municipal tag is issued may, in lieu of being prosecuted for the offence,
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pay the penalty to the Municipality the penalty specified within the time period
indicated on the municipal tag.

7.5 Nothing in this bylaw shall prevent a Peace Officer from immediately issuing a
violation ticket.

SECTION 8 - VIOLATION TICKET

8.1 In those cases where a municipal tag has been issued and if the penalty specified
on a municipal tag has not been paid within the prescribed time, then a Peace
Officer is hereby authorized and empowered to issue a violation ticket pursuant to
Part Il of the Provincial Offences Procedure Act, R.S.A. 2000, c. P-34 as amended.

8.2 Notwithstanding Section 7 of this bylaw, a Peace Officer is hereby authorized and
empowered to immediately issue a violation ticket pursuant to Part Il of the
Provincial Offences Procedure Act, R.S.A. 2000, c. P-34 as amended, to any
person who the Peace Officer has reasonable grounds to believe has contravened
any provision of this bylaw.

SECTION 9 - SEVERABILITY

9.1 If any section or sections of this bylaw or parts thereof are found in any court of law
to be illegal or beyond the power of Council to enact, such section or sections or
parts thereof shall be deemed to be severable and all other sections or parts of this
bylaw shall be deemed to be separate and independent therefrom and to be
enacted as such.

SECTION 10 - ENFORCEMENT
10.1 For the enforcement of this bylaw, a Peace Officer, upon producing proper
identification, may at all reasonable hours, enter any Designated Public Place and

may make examinations, investigations and inquiries.

10.2 A Peace Officer is a Designated Officer for the purposes of ss. 542 - 545 of the
Municipal Government Act, R.S.A. 2000, c.M-26 as amended.

SECTION 11 - EFFECTIVE DATE

11.1 This bylaw shall come into effect all as of (date).
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
